Academic Environment

The DKU Global Learning Semester is
divided into two, 7-week sessions, for a
total of 14 weeks of study (approximately
4 months).

Students have a choice of fall or spring
semesters.

a Fall semester: August to December

4 Spring semester: February/March to June

4 Students who successfully complete the
program will receive Duke University
course credits that can be transferred to
other degree-granting institutions.

a Students select four intensive for-credit
classes per semester according to their
personal interests and course
requirements at their home institutions.
